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The Letter of Intent

You have received a Letter of Intent / Notice to proceed as a part of this package indicating your
trade contract, contract amount, unit prices, and tentative schedule (as applicable.)

Upon receipt of two copies of your “Notice to Proceed / Letter of Intent”, fully execute and return
one copy to:

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Schedule of VValues

DUE WITHIN TEN DAYS OF RECEIPT OF THE LETTER OF INTENT

The Trade Contractor shall provide a schedule of values, breaking down the scope of work into
the smallest practical values. This schedule of values is subject to the approval of the
Construction Manager, Architect and Owner. Separate line items shall be included for “close out
requirements” and “service or maintenance agreements”. The Schedule of Values shall be
separated into Phases where applicable.

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Insurance

DUE WITHIN TEN DAYS OF RECEIPT OF THE LETTER OF INTENT

The Trade Contractor shall furnish to the Construction Manager two (2) copies of their current
Certificate of Insurance indicating compliance with the requirements of the Contract Documents.
The insurance certificates shall be issued by a company licensed to do business in the State of
Connecticut.

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Submittals

SUBMITTAL SCHEDULE DUE WITHIN 15 DAYS FROM RECEIPT OF LETTER OF
INTENT

A submittal schedule from each subcontractor is required with the first item submittal you make.
This should list all of the intended materials, or shop drawings / product data you will be
submitting.

All submittals, shop drawings and samples are to be submitted to Cutter Enterprises. We require
a minimum of 7 (seven) copies of all product data, specifications, and shop drawings. We require
a minimum of 3 (three) samples for each product sample required. Refer to the Specifications
Manual section 01330 Submittals, for submittal requirements

All submittals should be clearly marked and indicate the specification section, or work
classification it corresponds to. Please be sure to include the full project title as “South Windsor
Fire Station Project”.

If you follow these submittal guidelines, you will receive 3 record copies of each submittal item
back. Be advised that if you fail to submit the correct number of copies and we are forced to
make additional copies you will be charged $1.50 per page for each 8.5 x 11 copy and $2.50 per
plan page as necessary. These charges will appear as back-charges to your contract.

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Hazardous Materials Program

DUE WITHIN TEN DAYS OF RECEIPT OF THE LETTER OF INTENT

The Trade Contractor shall provide a copy of all Material Safety Data Sheets to the Construction
Manager for each material or operation to be utilized on this project, and will strictly enforce the
indicated safety procedures with the Trade Contractors workforce. Throughout the course of
construction, if additional products are to be brought onto the site, the appropriate Material Safety
Data Sheets will be provided to the Construction Manager prior to said product being brought
upon the site.

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FIELD SUPERVISION

At all times when the Trade Contractor has workmen on the project site, the Trade
Contractor shall designate a competent Superintendent for the purposes of coordination, layout,
directing the Trade Contractors forces, receipt and storage of materials.

In addition, the Superintendent will insure that all work of its forces is being implemented in a
safe manner so as not to endanger any property, persons or environment in accordance with the
latest O.S.H.A., E.P.A, Federal, State and/or Municipal regulations.

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PROJECT MEETINGS
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Job meetings will be held at the jobsite weekly, or as determined by the Construction
Manager.

Each Trade Contractor whose presence is determined to be necessary, and notified by the
Construction Manager, shall attend the job meeting. Mechanical and Electrical trades shall
attend all job meetings. Failure to attend job meetings will result in a $ 200.00 penalty for
each occurrence.

All decisions and interpretations agreed upon at such job meetings will be recorded by the
Construction Manager and furnished to each Trade Contractor.

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TEMPORARY FACILITIES
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Offices, Storage Trailers, Etc. - Each Trade Contractor will provide and pay for any
temporary offices, storage trailers, etc., that the Trade Contractor or his personnel requires.
Sanitary Facilities - The Construction Manager will provide temporary sanitary facilities and
the maintenance of said facilities. At no time will the permanent facilities be used by
construction personnel.

Telephone Service - The Construction Manager will provide a telephone at the project site for
local calling only. Long Distance calls must use calling cards or collect. Any telephone
service above and beyond this provision will be at the Trade Contractors expense.

Potable Water - Each Trade Contractor will be responsible for supplying his own forces with
potable drinking water

Rigging and Hoisting - Each Trade Contractor will provide all necessary lifts, hoisting
equipment, scaffolding and temporary platforms for the installation of his work.

Temporary Fire Protection - Each Trade Contractor will provide adequate fire protection in
accordance with all applicable life safety regulations for his operation, such as welding, open
flame devices, etc. The cost of any fire watch required by local fire authorities will be borne
by the respective Trade Contractor. All welding materials shall be removed from the site on a
daily basis. There will be NO storage of welding tanks on the project site.

Barricades and Temporary Safety Appliances - Each Trade Contractor will provide and
maintain any barricades, temporary covers, warning devices, etc., associated with their
respective work, as needed to protect other personnel and the general public. Such devices
shall be per the direction, or as required by the authority having jurisdiction over the work.
In addition, if obstruction permits, or public walkway permits are required, it is the Trade
Contractors responsibility to secure and pay for such permits.

Temporary Protection of Work - Each Trade Contractor is solely responsible for the
protection and maintenance of protection for his own work.

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CLEANING

Each Trade Contractor is responsible for the daily cleaning of his work area in order to keep the
project site clean and safe. Construction debris is to be deposited to a central location designated
by the Construction Manager. Each Thursday, all Trade Contractors will supply a sufficient
work force and equipment to clean their respective areas on the site. On Friday of each week,
the Construction Manager will inspect the site for Cleanliness. If the cleanliness of the project is
unsatisfactory in the sole discretion of the Construction Manager, the Construction Manager will
determine the source of the condition and have that condition remedied at the sole cost of the
responsible Trade Contractor. In the event that the Construction Manager is unable to determine
the source of the unsatisfactory condition, the Construction Manager will have the right to have
the area cleaned and charge every Trade Contractor based on a total number of man hours worked
by each trade contractor that week.

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SAFETY

1. All work performed on this project must meet Connecticut and United States OSHA
(Occupational Safety and Health Act) standards as currently amended.

All Trade Contractors shall submit their safety programs to the Construction Manager as a
condition precedent to entering into a contract with the Owner. The safety program shall be
in compliance with all Federal, State and Local laws and regulations. The Trade Contractor
shall defend and save the Owner, Construction Manager, and Architect harmless from all
fines and penalties in connection with any violations of said regulations.

OSHA approved hard hats are to be worn by all personnel and visitors at all times.

Radios will not be permitted on the project site.

You will receive two copies of your contract. Please review this document completely, including
but not limited to the addendum, exhibits and any other attached documents. Please sign all three
copies and return one copy to the address above.

When returning your executed contract please include a Certificate of Insurance, and a State of
Connecticut Wage Certification Form is required. You must send two copies of each document
to:

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Monthly Requisitioning

All monthly requisitions must be submitted on AIA Format G702. Monthly requisitions must
be submitted to Cutter Enterprises by the 25th day of the month, forecasting work completed
through the end of the month.

In the event that you are requisitioning for stored materials, please note that a bill of sale listing
all items and their value must be submitted along with a certificate of insurance for the items and
their insured value and location of storage.

Preliminary approval of your draft requisition, or a revision to it, will be sent via fax on or about
the 5" of the following month. You will then be required to submit original, signed and notarized
copies of the Requisition along with a lien waiver to our office ASAP and no later than the date
shown on the fax. Requisition received after the required date will be rejected.

Certified Payroll

We have developed a system for collection, verification, and certification of payroll from
subcontractors on our projects. These requirements, if followed closely, are designed to quickly
and efficiently comply with all State of Connecticut Prevailing Wage laws.

There are three forms associated with the certified payroll program: the Payroll Certificate for
Public Works Projects, the Fringe Benefits Explanation form, and the State of Connecticut Wage
Certification Form. Upon receipt of your contract you are required to submit the State of
Connecticut Wage Certification Form. These documents are attached.

In addition to these forms we require a listing of all second and third tier subcontractors you plan
on using on this project. Please include their company names, addresses, telephone and fax
numbers, email (if applicable) and the division of work they will perform.

Once the project commences, your on-site supervisor/foreman will be required by our field
project manager to keep and submit a listing of all personnel on site, names, work classifications,
and hours worked. This will be required daily. If these forms are not deposited your monthly
payment may be withheld. This Form is attached and is named “Site Personnel Record.”

The Certified Payroll for Public Works Projects form must be filled out and submitted in
duplicate for all trade contractors and all second and third tier subcontractors. Monthly
requisitions will be withheld indefinitely until all certified payroll for the requisition period are
collected and verified. Cutter Enterprises, LLC. will not release payment until these forms are
collected and verified.

On a monthly basis, Jennifer Cote, our projects coordinator will review all certified payroll and
site personnel records. Your requisition will be held by the Town until they are notified by our
office that all Certified Payroll has been received and is accurate, and that all site personnel
records for the month in question have been received and are accurate. We advise you to submit
certified payroll weekly, and also submit copies of the site personnel records weekly. We also
advise that you retain copies of EACH for your records.

This project will also be running through the 7-1-10 wage rate revision. Therefore, when we
approach that date, BE SURE to revise your certificates to show the new rates, and BE SURE that
you are paying your work force correctly.

Your retainage will not be released until all work
is completed, all punch-list items are completed, all O&M Manuals are submitted in
triplicate, all as-built drawings are submitted in triplicate, and extra-material is delivered
and stored per project requirements.
